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AnyModal Publish II™ (ReLEASE 4.4.2450.0)
Welcome to AnyModal Publish II (AMP II).  This developer release is a full working version and is available for download from the Client Service Portal.  The release is not fully QA'd and may contain bugs other than those described herein.
AMP II Requirements
· Microsoft Word 2007 (Trial version is available at http://office.microsoft.com)
· Microsoft Visual Studio Tools for the Microsoft Office system (version 3.0 Runtime) (x86) available at download VSTO.
· .NET 3.5 Framework (If not already installed, it must be downloaded - http://www.microsoft.com/downloads/)

AMP II Documentation

· AMP Quick Start Guide (Available on the Client Services Portal)

· A built-in help file is not available at this time because AMP II is an add-in to Microsoft Word 2007 and the built-in help file conflicts with Word 2007 help file.

AMP II Installer 

· Includes 2 .msi’s:

· AMPIISetup.msi is installed locally

· AMPIntegrationKit.msi is installed on the server for rendering the deliverable documents from the AMP rendering templates.  

Improved Functionality
· The list of section titles and codes is no longer packaged with AMPII and is now downloaded from the M*Modal servers.  This improves the responsiveness of AMPII to additions and changes to the section titles and codes.  To support this feature, users are now requested to login when AMPII is enabled instead of at the first Preview.  If the user opts not to login in at instantiation, AMPII will still function normally; however the list of titles and codes may not be the most current.  The user still must be logged in to use the Preview feature.
· AMPII now allows users to specify the plain text list options for three list levels.  Beyond three levels, the specified pattern repeats.  AMPII now supports plain text lists enumerated with a choice of numbers, upper case letters, lower case letters, upper case roman numerals, lower case roman numerals, or bullets at each level.  To use the new feature, open the "Global AMP Settings" and select the Format tab.  Each level can be uniquely designed to be a bulleted or a numbered list.  Since the numbering scheme is selected from a dropdown, the "Follow number with" field is required to specify characters that complete the list format; however, the "Bullet characters" field includes the characters that follow the bullet.  When a tab is entered, the UI replaces that character with "{TAB}" in either the "Follow number with" or "Bullet characters" fields.  The global list format options can be overridden with specific options for each section.  The section specific options for lists, along with those for spacing, can be accessed by clicking the "Advanced Settings" button in the "Advanced Settings" of AMP Configuration panel for the section.
· Bookmarks in custom properties are no longer converted to document properties. They remain bookmarks in the rendered output.
· A hanging indentation is now correctly rendered for the initial section of a document.
· Patient names are now rendered correctly for cases in which the template specified last name only (no first or middle name elements) and the CDA contained a first name element, but no last name element.
· To create titles in all uppercase, please select the text and set check the "All caps" option in the Font dialog.  Using the "UPPERCASE" selection from the ribbon dropdown does capitalize the selected text but does not set the "All caps" option on the text so titles will not be rendered in all caps.

· If "Subsections as paragraph", is set and there are multiple paragraphs within a subsection, then the spacing between the paragraphs must be set to the desired spacing plus 1.  For example, set the spacing to 3 to achieve double spacing.
· The Related Entity element has been extended to render the CDA <name> element when its value is a simple string, such as "Jane Doe", as well as continuing to render the <name> element when it is composed of other elements, such as <first>, <last>, and <title>.
· The alignment of Word lists in a subsection when a subsection body is indented has been corrected.
· Some improvements have been made to the section element to better allow the use of titles and bodies separately:
· The section title element can now be removed from the template when the "Subsections as paragraph" option is selected.  This feature may be used to create a letter format template.
· If a "section as table" element is defined, the body may be removed and subsection element(s) included if the body element is replaced by a carriage return. 
· Omission of the section body element is not compatible with the option to "Start subsections on the same line as section title". Omitting the section body element actually violates the rule that section body be on the same line as section title for the "Start subsections on the same line as section title" option to properly render (if the template is not properly created, the subsection paragraph is not on the same line as the title). An improvement to the UI to prohibit the combination of omission of the section body element and the option to "Start subsections on the same line as section title" is planned.
· Templates will now be auto updated if they were converted using the Template Updater in the 4.3.2420.0 release. If you did not update your templates with the Template Updater, this final update is a requirement before using the Q4 release of the AMP Integration Kit.
· Known defect not resolved in this release: Default section bodies specified are ignored and default section titles may not render.
Release Information

· AnyModal Publish is being replaced by AMP II.  No new functionality will be created for AnyModal Publish.

· AnyModal Publish will only be supported for a limited time.

· Installation of AMP II should be done as early as possible.
